Gardner announced that Project EverGreen is now accepting applications from families who may qualify for help from the GreenCare for Troops program as well as encouraging local lawn and landscape contractors and local people to volunteer for the program. “There is no cost or obligation to families who apply to participate in GreenCare for Troops,” Gardner said. “Project EverGreen will make every effort to link those who apply with local land and landscape firms who have indicated a desire to help.  However, since this is strictly a volunteer program, we cannot guarantee assistance to everyone who applies.”
